Then of my fath
working in the Tehachapi mountains operating a bull dozer
trying to keep the railroads open and of stories of men juip-
ing off their heavy equipment when an earthquake would hit. |
remember my grandparents large two story farm house being
moved a foot off its foundation or having all our neighbors
(35) sleeping in our front yard because we were all afraitb
sleep in the house. Or of oil refineries being devastd by fire
and the list could go on. So, I've seen first hand the devast
tion caused by earthquakes but I've not seen the devastation as
these pictures reveal.

| realize these pictures are graphic but we need to umdstand
the need is overwhelming. While the US, the UN and many
other government agencies and countries are working to get
supplies to Haiti, getting water, food and the heavy equipnm
needed is proving to be a the real challenge considerinpet
condition of the roads, the ruined ports, and overwhelmed
Port au Prince. Then there is the fear of violence epting
which is becoming a real possibility which means most &i-
tians are receiving no help.

One report | read estimated that of the three millionHaitians,
one third (1/3) of it's population has been affected. Aather
report estimated that at least 10% of the homes in PorAu
Prince have been destroyed which means a minimum of
300,000 people are homeless and the number of lives lost arg
estimated to be in the thousands. Yet, with the secondréh-
quake (4.5) hitting Saturday morning, | imagine things will be
much worst than they are estimating. Nonetheless, whether the
figures are accurate or not, we do know this country has been
devastated and they will need help not only financially bu
spiritually.

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Saturday, January 16th. Bro. Kincaid received information that
our National PCG Compound in Port-au-Prince which our Bible
School, dormitories, offices, a church and other buildingsre lo-
cated, suffered heavy damage with 8 of 10 buildings destroyed
and the other two heavily damaged. Word has also been receive
that half of one of our churches congregations is believededd.
We've not received a report of all our churches but we @ know
the following:
1 At the central church, 4 people are lost, others have

minor injuries
2. At Pentecostal Church of God ( Martissant), 10 people

are dead included Pastor Ginor Desplumes a former As-

sistant Pastor, but the church is not affected physically
3. At Pentecostal Church of God (Petite Place Cazeau), 1

person is dead, but the church is not affected
4. At Pentecostal Church of God (Torcelle), some people

have some minor injuries.

We are saddened by the loss of lives. With the help Bfo. Ste-
cher, our Field Rep to Haiti and Bro. Kincaid, there have ken
thousands of dollars invested in the National Compound ithe
last year and half to restore it's condition and we were raing
completion. With the Lord’s help, we will rebuild for the glory of
God. According to Bro. Stecher, we have 75 churches in Haiti.

Pastor Dan Wermuth—JFWC reports:

Pastor Antoine, a Minister from PCG Canada who has a min-
istry in Haiti which includes a trade School, Orpha nage, and
churches reports many of his buildings have been de stroyed
along with the three vehicles. He also mentioned th  at a Pas-
tor Osnel’'s wife, a daughter and son were killed.

On the positive side, Pastor Antoine reports that m any Hai-
tian people thought that when the earthquake was ha  ppening
that it was Jesus coming back....as a result, hundr  eds are
turning to Christ. Even the Voodoo Priest in Neply said that
the only one who could help Haiti now is.......... J ESUS
CHRIST! The Christians in our villages are daily |  eading peo-
ple to Jesus and all of our villages are having chu rch service
outside every night and they are Praising God! Pra  ise God.
